
 
QUICK GUIDE TO STATEWIDE ASSESSMENTS 

According to Alaska Regulations 4 AAC 06.710 and 4 AAC 06.712, public schools in Alaska must administer the following assessments: a standards-based test, an 
alternate assessment, the National Assessment of Educational Progress, a kindergarten developmental profile, and an assessment to measure English language 
proficiency.  As part of the Alaska Reads Act, 14.30.760 of HB 114, it is described that the department shall adopt a statewide screening tool.

mCLASS with DIBELS 8th Edition is the adopted 
literacy assessment for Alaska. As a 
comprehensive screening, diagnostic assessment, 
and progress monitoring system, it rapidly 
measures student progress toward reading 
proficiency, and helps identify students who may 
be at risk of future reading difficulties, including 
dyslexia.

Progress (NAEP) 

 

The National Assessment of Educational Progress 
(NAEP), also known as “the Nation’s Report 
Card,” is the only nationally representative and 
continuing assessment of what America’s 
students know and can do in various subject 
areas.  Its two major goals are to measure 
student achievement and to report change in 
performance over time. 

Content: Content varies for National Assessment 
years but most commonly math and reading. 

Students: Sample of students across Alaska. 
Grades 4, 8 and sometimes 12.  

Test Window: January 29 – March 8, 2024
